Rabbi David HalLevi was born in 1586 in Ludmir, Poland.

Rabbi David married the daughter of Rabbi Joel Sirkis (the Bach) . He was

appointed rabbi of Posen, and subsequently rabbi of Ostraha, where he

established a yeshiva. Miraculously saved during the Cossack uprisings of 1648 -
1649, he wandered from place to place, until he returned to Poland 1654 and

was appointed rabbi of Lemberg. He was a member of the Council of Four

Lands. Died 1667.
