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RSZA & Praying at Graves of Soldiers

From Chief Rabbi Lau’s book, Light of the World (Oro shel Olam), page 380:
A student in the Kol Torah Yeshiva in Jerusalem, approached his Rosh
Yeshiva, Rav Shlomo Zalman Auerbach zt”l and asked him the question: May |
leave my Torah studies in the yeshiva to go [for a short visit] and pray at
the graves of tzadikim (righteous people,) in the Galil (Northern Israel?)
Rav Auerbach answered, “It is better to say in yeshiva, and study Torah”
The student replied, “Isn’t there a time | could go to visit the graves of
tzadikim? Doesn’t Rav Auerbach go and pray by the graves of tzadikim?
Rav Auerbach answered, “In order to pray at the graves of tzadikim, one
doesn’t have to travel up to the Galil. Whenever | feel the need to pray at
the graves of tzadikim, | go to Mount Herzl, [the national cemetery for
fallen IDF soliders in Jerusalem], to the graves of the soliders...who fell

“Al Kiddush Hashem” for the sanctification of G-d.

Away from Distractions (& Consistently Praying)
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‘ Ideally there should be nothing standing between a person praying the
Amidah and the wall, so that nothing distracts him from praying.
Permanent furniture standing against the wall, such as a cupboard, is not

considered to be a partition, and I’chatchilah, one may pray next to it (Shulchan Aruch
90:21; Mishnah Berurah 63:65). There are those who say that people can also be
considered partitions. However, this opinion is nothing more than an enhancement of
the mitzvah, for it is impossible for all the congregants in the synagogue to pray facing a
wall (see Mishnah Berurah 90:69). Rav Avraham Yitzhak HaCohen Kook, interpreted
this ruling as not to pray behind a person who is not engaged in prayer; however,
praying behind one who is engaged in prayer is permitted I’chatchilah (Tov
Ra’ayah Berachot 5b).
