1. Bereishis 50: 13
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His sons carried him to the land of Canaan, and buried him in the cave of the field
of Machpelah, the field near Mamre, which Abraham had bought for a burial site
from Ephron the Hittite.

2. Targum Yonatan Bereishis 50:13

But when his sons had brought him into the land of Kenaan, and the thing was
heard by Esau the Wicked, he journeyed from the mountain of Gebala with many
legions, and came to Hebron, and would not suffer Joseph to bury his father in
the Double Cave. Then forthwith went Naphtali and ran, and went down to
Mizraim, and came in that day, and brought the Instrument that Esau had written
for Jacob his brother in the controversy of the Double Cave. And immediately he
gave a sign to Hushim the son of Dan, who unsheathed the sword and struck off
the head of the Wicked Esau, and the head of Esau rolled into the midst of the
cave, and rested upon the bosom of Yizhak his father; and the sons of Esau buried
his body in the double field, and afterward his sons buried him in the cave of the
field of Machpelah, the field near Mamre, which Abraham had bought for a burial
site from Ephron the Hittite.

3. Sota 13
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The Gemara relates: Hushim, the son of Dan, was there and his ears were heavy,
i.e., he was hard of hearing. He said to them: What is this that is delaying the
burial? And they said to him: This one, Esau, is preventing us from burying Jacob



until Naphtali comes back from the land of Egypt with the bill of sale. He said to
them: And until Naphtali comes back from the land of Egypt will our father’s
father lie in degradation? He took a club [kulepa] and hit Esau on the head, and
Esau’s eyes fell out and they fell on the legs of Jacob. Jacob opened his eyes and
smiled. And this is that which is written: “The righteous shall rejoice when he sees
the vengeance; he shall wash his feet in the blood of the wicked” (Psalms 58:11).
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At that moment the prophecy of Rebecca was fulfilled, as it is written that
Rebecca said of Jacob and Esau: “Why should | be bereaved of you both in one
day?” (Genesis 27:45), as Rebecca foresaw that the future bereavement for both
her sons would be on the same day. The Gemara comments: And although their
deaths were not on the same day, in any event their burials were on the same
day, as Esau was killed and buried on the same day that Jacob was buried.

4. Bereishis Rabba 93:7

5. Pirkei D’Rebbi Eliezer 39:14
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When they came to the Cave of Machpelah, Esau came against them | | from
Mount Horeb to stir up strife, saying: The Cave of Machpelah is mine. What did
Joseph do? He sent Naphtali to subdue the constellations, and to go down to



Egypt to bring up the perpetual deed which was between them, therefore it is
said, "Naphtali is a hind let loose" (Gen. 49:21). Chushim, the son of Dan, had
defective hearing and speech, and he said to them: Why are we sitting here? He
was pointing (to Esau) with his finger. They said to him: Because this man will not
let us bury our father Jacob. What did he do? He drew his sword and cut off
Esau's head with the sword, and took the head into the Cave of Machpelah. And
they sent his body to the land of his possession, to Mount Seir.

6. Bereishis 25:7
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When the boys grew up, Esau became a skillful hunter, a man of the outdoors;
but Jacob was a mild man who stayed in camp.

Rashi:
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literally, understanding hunting — understanding how to entrap and deceive his
father with his mouth. He would ask him, “Father how should salt and straw be
tithed”? (although he knew full well that these are not subject to the law of tithe).
Consequently his father believed him to be very punctilious in observing the
divine ordinances.

7. Midrash Tehillim 18:32
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My enemy is on my neck. This verse refers to Yehuda. Rabbi Yehoshua ben Levi
says there is a tradition that Yehuda killed Esav. When? At Yitzchak’s funeral.
Esav, Yaakov and the 12 tribes went to bury him, and they were all crying in the
cave. The tribes went out to give their father respect, and Esav went in to seize an
opportunity “Now I'll kill him as | promised — when my father dies.” Yehuda saw,
followed and realized Esav planned to kill his father. He followed, saw Esav poised
to kill and killed him from behind. Why? Because he did not want to kill Esav from
the front, because he looked like Yehuda’s father. This is why Yaakov blessed him
“Your hand is on the back of the neck of your enemy.

8. Rabbeinu Bachya Shemos 31:6
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“As for Me, here | have given him as an assistant Oholiav son of Achisamach of
the tribe of Dan.” We read in the name of Rabbi Chanina in Shemot Rabbah 40,4
that no tribe was more exalted than Yehudah and none was less regarded than
the tribe of Dan, seeing he was descended from one of the maidservants of
Yaakov. G’d decided that Betzalel and a descendant of Dan should partner each
other so that neither Betzalel nor his tribe should become haughty. All human
beings are equal before G’d. The fact that the Tabernacle was built by these two
architects was an important object lesson teaching this parity between the tribes
in their social standing. Interestingly enough, when Solomon built the Temple this
pattern was repeated seeing that the principal participants in constructing it were
Solomon of the tribe of Yehudah, and Chirom the son of a mother from the tribe
of Dan (compare Chronicles Il 2,13).

9. Bereishis 27:12
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If my father touches me, | shall appear to him as a trickster and bring upon myself
a curse, not a blessing.”

Ramban: And | wonder, why wasn't [Yaakov] afraid that he would recognize his
voice? Since people are recognizable by their voices....Perhaps these brothers had
similar voices...Or perhaps he changed his voice to speak like his brother because
there are some people who are able to do this.

10. Bereishis 27:20-22
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Isaac said to his son, “How did you succeed so quickly, my son?” And he said,

“Because the LORD your God granted me good fortune.”
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Isaac said to Jacob, “Come closer that | may feel you, my son—whether you are
really my son Esau or not.”
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So Jacob drew close to his father Isaac, who felt him and wondered. “The voice is
the voice of Jacob, yet the hands are the hands of Esau.”

Beis Halevi 22:
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11.Gitten 57b
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“And the hands are the hands of Esau”; this is the wicked kingdom of Rome that
destroyed our Temple, burned our Sanctuary, and exiled us from our land.

12. Bereishis 2:7
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the LORD God formed man from the dust of the earth. He blew into his nostrils
the breath of life, and man became a living being.

Onkelos: And the Lord God created man, dirt from the ground, and He blew into
his nostrils a living soul, and it was for a speaking spirit in man.

13. Rashi bereishis 26:4
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—Esau is compared to a boar, as it is said, (Psalms 80:14) “The boar from the
wood doth ravage it”. The boar when it lies down stretches forth its cloven hoof
as much as to say, “See, | am a clean animal” (whilst really cloven hoofs are a
feature of clean animals only in conjunction with another that is lacking in the
swine). In the same way these dukes of Esau rob and extort and pretend to be
honorable

14.Rashi Bereishis 25:30
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| will open my mouth and you pour a lot in. The word is really used of feeding
animals as we find the word in the Mishna, (Shabbat 155b) “One may not fatten
up a camel on the Sabbath but one may put food (]'0'v'7n) into its mouth. ”

15. Nedarim 50a
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Rabbi Akiva became betrothed to the daughter of bar Kalba Savua. When bar
Kalba Savua heard about their betrothal, he took a vow prohibiting her from
eating all of his property. Despite this, she went ahead and married Rabbi Akiva.
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In the winter they would sleep in a storehouse of straw, and Rabbi Akiva would
gather strands of straw from her hair. He said to her: If | had the means | would
place on your head a Jerusalem of Gold, a type of crown. Elijah the prophet came
and appeared to them as a regular person and started calling and knocking on the
door. He said to them: Give me a bit of straw, as my wife gave birth and | do not
have anything on which to lay her. Rabbi Akiva said to his wife: See this man, who
does not even have straw. We should be happy with our lot, as we at least have
straw to sleep on.

16.Shemos 17:11-13
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Then, whenever Moses held up his hand, Israel prevailed; but whenever he let
down his hand, Amalek prevailed.
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But Moses’ hands grew heavy; so they took a stone and put it under him and he
sat on it, while Aaron and Hur, one on each side, supported his hands; thus his
hands remained steady until the sun set.
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And Joshua overwhelmed the people of Amalek with the sword.
