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To recite Hallel in the appointed times, as it is written, “This is Your praise” (Devarim 10:21). Our
Sages said (Arachin 10a), that in the Land of Israel it is said eighteen days (first day of Pesach,
Shavuot, Sukkot, Shmini Atzeret, and Chanukah) and one night (Pesach night), and twenty one

days and two nights in the Diaspora. Similarly, one who had a miracle performed for him must
biess.

Sefer Mitzvot Katan, Mitzvah 146
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He is your praise and He is your G-d, Who did for you these great and awesome things that
your eyes saw.

Dvarim 10:2
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Rabbi Yosei said: May my portion be among those who complete hallel every day. Is that so?
Didn’t the Master say: One who reads hallei every day is tantamount to one who curses and
blasphemes God. The Gemara answers: When we say this statement of Rabbi Yosei, we are
referring to the verses of praise [pesukei dezimra), recited during the morning service, not to
hallel (Psalms 113—118) recited on special days.

Shabbos 118b
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The Gemara cites a related baraita in which the Sages taught: There was an incident where one
man’s wife died, and she left him a son to nurse, and he did not have money to pay the wages
of a wet-nurse. And a miracle was performed on his behalf, and he developed breasts fike the
two breasts of a woman, and he nursed his son
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Rav Yosef said: Come and see how great this person is that a miracle of that magnitude was
performed on his behalf. Abaye said to him: On the contrary, how dishonorable is this person
.that the order of creation was altered on his behaif

Shabbos 53b
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We learned in the mishna: One whose wife was pregnant and he said: May it be God's will that

.my wife will give birth to a male child, it is a vain prayer
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Is a prayer in that case ineffective? Rav Yosef raises an objection based on a baraita: It is
stated: “And afterwards she bore a daughter, and called her name Dina” {Genesis 30:21). The
Gemara asks: What is meant by the addition of the word: Afterwards? What does the verse
seek to convey by emphasizing that after the birth of Zebulun she gave birth to Dina? Rav said:
After Leah passed judgment on herself and said: Twelve tribes are destined to descend from
Jaceb, six came from me and four from the maidservants, that is ten, and if this fetus is male,
my sister Rachel will hot even be the equivalent of one the maidservants; immediately the fetus
was transformed into a daughter, as it is stated: And she called her name Dina; meaning she
named her after her judgment [din]. The Gemara rejects this: One does not
