stone in Jerusalem; and [the psalm] is intoned; | will extol Thee, O Lord, for Thou
hast raised me up etc.; and the song against evil occurrences, and some call
it the song against plagues. He who calls it [the song] against plagues
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[does so0] because it is written: neither shall any plague come nigh thy tent;
and he who calls it [the song] against evil occurrences [does so] because it
is written: a thousand may fall at my side; [that is to say, this psalm] is
intoned: O thou who dwellest in the secret place of the Most High, and
abidest in the shadow of the Almighty, till for thou hast made the Lord who
is my refuge, even the Most High, thy habitation; and then again [this psalm]
is intoned; A Psalm of David, when he fled from Absalom his son. Lord, how
many are mine adversaries become! till Salvation belongeth unto the Lord; Thy
blessing be upon Thy people. Selah.

R. Joshua b. Levi recited these verses when retiring to sleep. How
could he do so? Did not R. Joshua b. Levi [himself] say it is prohibited to heal
oneself with words of the Torah?23 — To protect oneself is different.24 Well then,
when he said it is prohibited, [he meant] where there is [already] a wound. If
there is a wound, is it merely prohibited, and nothing else? Surely, we have
learnt: He who utters an incantation25 over a wound has no portion in the world
to come!26 — But it has been taught with reference to this; R. Johanan said:
They taught [this law only] if he spits, for the [p. 76] Name of Heaven must not
be mentioned in connection with spitting.27

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Rabbi David Tzvi Hoffman was born in Verbo, Hungary, in 1843, and died in
Berlin in 1921.
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R. Yissachar Shlomo son of R. Yitzchak Teichtal was born in Hungary, 5645 (1885) . He studied in the

Pressburg Yeshiva, and then served as rabbi and Rosh Yeshiva in Slovakian village of Pishtian. He was a
close disciple of R. Chaim Elazar Shapira, the Admor of Munkatch, and shared his views. In 5702 (1942) ,
when the Germans conquered Slovakia, he fled to Hungary. The Holocaust led him to make a deep study
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of the principles of faith, which resulted in his book on this topic, Em HaBanim Smechah (first printed in
Budapest, 5703 /1943) . In it, he retracts some of his previous opinions, and discusses the importance of
settling the Land of Israel. When the destruction of Hungarian Jewry began, he fled back to Pishtian,
where he was captured. He was then killed on the way to Auschwitz in the winter of 5705 (1945) . During
his lifetime, he published two volumes of his responsa, entitled Mishneh Sachir; a book of his lectures,
entitled Tov Yig'al, and Em HaBanim Smechah

(Rokeach) , R. Moshe of Coucy (Semag) , R. Baruch ben R. Yitzchak (Sefer Ha - Terumah) , and R.

Yehuda ben R. Kalonymus. R. Yehudah He - Chasid died in 1217 in Regensburg.
His well - known Sefer Chassidim includes halachah, minhag, mussar, and prayer commentary.
