| remember once hearing from a very good friend of mine,.... he came
back and told me, he was visiting in eretz Yisrael, he spoke to someone
who runs a kollel, and the person couldn’t understand what’s all the furor
about — why can’t | run my yeshiva and have a Palestinian flag rather than
a Jewish flag waving from its rooftops.

At 70, Israel’s population is 8.842 million, 43% of world Jewry

On the eve of Israel’s 70th Independence Day, its population stands at
8,842,000, of whom 74.5 percent are Jewish, according to figures released on
Monday by the Central Bureau of Statistics.The Jewish population stands at
approximately 6.589 million,In 1948 there were just 806,000 people in Israel, less
than a tenth of the current number. At the time, the global Jewish population was
11.5 million, and just 6% were in Israel. There are now estimated to be 14.511
million Jewish people worldwide and 45% of them reside in the Jewish state.At
the founding of the state there were only three cities that had populations greater
than 100,000. In 2018 there are 15 cities of at least that size, up from 12 a
decade ago.

Hashem’s role in Establishing Yishuvim
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R. Meir Leibush b"r Yehiel Michel Weiser (known by his acronym Malbim)was
born in Volochysk, Volhynia, in western Ukraine, on Mar. 7, 1809. At a young age
he learned in his hometown, and then went to study in the yeshiva in Warsaw
where he was recognized as a prodigy. His mentor in Kabala was R. Zvi Hirsh of
Zidichov. Malbim served as the rabbi of some communities and was known as an
eminent preacher, and in 1860 he was appointed as chief rabbi of Bucharest,
Romania. He conducted the struggle against reformers of Judaism, and in 1864,
as a result of their complaints to the authorities, he was arrested and sentenced
to death. He was released after Sir Moses Montefiore intervened on his behalf.
He was deported from Romania, and again served as rabbi of different
communities, the last of which was Kénigsberg, Prussia (today: Kaliningrad,
Russia). From 1844 onwards, throughout his entire life, wanderings, and
troubles, he never ceased preparing his extensive commentary to the bible.
