Toward the end
of his life R. Yehuda moved to Italy with his family, where the young R. Yaakov
studied in the yeshiva of R. Yosef Colon (Maharik). R. Yaakov's Sefer Ha - Agur
was based primarily on the Tur and included decisions from the leading halachic
decisors of Germany until his day. This work contains halachic decisions related
to Orach Chaim and Yoreh Deah. It was widely used as a source for halachic
decisions until the appearance of the Shulchan Aruch, and R. Joseph Caro used
it as one of his sources. The work was published a number of times during the
author's lifetime, each time with revisions and additio
