Halakhic Positions of Rabbi h B. Soloveitchik 2 Rabbi Ziegler.... The only
exception to this rule is the Kriat Shema. Although considered a Davar
Sheh’Bikedusha, the Talmud derives from the verse “Uvelechtecha Baderech” (Devarim
6.7) that it may be recited in an informal manner (Berachot 10b), thereby eliminating the
need to stand while reciting it, and according to Rabbi Chaim Soloveitchik, even the
need for atifah. As a matter of fact, the Taz quotes the Midrash that Hakadosh Baruch
Hu specifically said to the Bnai Yisrael, “Lo Hitrachti Aleichem Likrot...” (I don’t want to
burden you during recitation of Shema).According to Rav Soloveitchik, this
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even a requirement, as a fulfillment of “Koreh Kedarko.” Thus, the proper way to
wear the tallit is to do atifah — covering the head before kaddish and barchu (of
Shacharit), remove the covering for Kriat Shema — to demonstrate the aspect of Koreh
Kedarko, and to once again cover the head for Shemonah Esrei, which does indeed
require atifah.
